Briefing Paper for Essex Primary Headteacher Meetings

Autumn Term 2012

Satisfactory Schools Project

It is the clear aim of Essex Local Authority for all pupils to attend good or outstanding schools. Desktop analyses were prepared over the summer break, based on initial 2012 data and other information available. These were duly quality assured and distributed to schools with a covering letter from Tim Coulson.

Schools are currently being contacted by their Quadrant Commissioner to arrange a meeting with the headteacher and a governor where possible. This meeting is to update the desktop incorporating the school’s self-evaluation and additional data. The outcome of this process will determine where the school is on their journey to become a good school at their next inspection. The school’s current support will be discussed and, where additional evidence is required, a collaborative review will be arranged. A further visit from the quadrant commissioner will then be arranged to discuss the outcomes and agree next steps for the school. 

Children’s Support Services (CSS Review)
A review into the pattern and quality of provision across Essex is currently being undertaken by Chris Kiernan, Interim Strategic Lead Commissioner. Representative headteachers have been invited to be part of the consultation process. Headteachers will be informed of the outcomes and proposed developments once this is complete.
